Everyone met up at the Cumberland Rec Center under surprisingly sunny skies and
headed off towards the Coal Creek Historic Park at about 10:30am. Traveling along
the trail below Jumbo's cabin, it was noted that the trees had not begun to blossom
yet like they were at the same time on the same trip last year. Continuing on through
the frog serenade and skunk cabbage fields of the swamp, a brief side trip was
taken through the Japanese town site to admire the trees and the crocuses pushing
up through the beds of fallen leaves.

Reaching the Comox lake road this trip would have normally continued down the old
railway grade to the Perserverance Creek crossing but due to high water levels and
a bridge washout, a bypass was taken along a local logging road.

After about 10 minutes the connection was made back onto the railway grade and
after a short break at the creek, the group continued on to explore the #4 mine.
From the mine it was a short walk to the lake, where with a cool breeze coming in
off of the water, a quick lunch break was taken before the group headed back to
retrace their steps to the vehicles. About half way back rain jackets and ponchos
were quickly donned as the skies opened up. At 1:45 with signing out done, most
headed for home, while some gathered at a local coffee shop for hot drinks, treats
and great conversation.
