At Helen Mackenzie Lake we followed a well defined ski-doo track part way across
the lake, most probably left from the recent rescue of an injured skier, and then
continued on in well defined snowshoe tracks all the way back to the Raven Lodge.
A few of us enjoyed a relaxed half hour at the lodge before driving back down the
hill.
