The pre-trip was done when
we were off the boat. Then, we trudged up the main road to Mount Road and the
twenty-minute walk to the actual trailhead. The route we followed was along the trail
taking the first right to walk on the edge of the middle bench trail closest to the edge
of the cliff.

We followed the edge until we plodded to the inner path. We made a quick left at the
junction of several trails,up to the Outer Ridge trail which we followed along, taking a
break at 10:30 am. A half hour later we were at the junction of the Cliff/Ridge Trails.
Within minutes, we were at the wonderful viewpoint overlooking the top of Denman,
Comox,and the Beaufort range to our left. Sadly it was very windy there, so we
marched on into the trees. We headed right to the 4 Dead Aliens connector trail and
found a clearing with sun and no wind for lunch.

Back on the trail after a half hour, we headed to the Northwind path which took us to
Strachan Road in under a half hour. Twenty minutes later we reached Central Road.
At this juncture we decided we would plod on. Just after 1 pm we were on the main
trail (Ford Cove/ Shingle Spit). This beautiful walk in the sun by this time, had us
back to the ferry to get the 2:05 ferry back to Denman. The Denman to Vancouver
Island connector was boarded at 3 pm.

We hiked 18 km.The weather provided superior hiking conditions. The group had a
grand time enjoying the great views which are the highlight of this hike. The
beautiful arbutus trees were a close second highlight.
